Therefore, it is important to
approve the concept notes for the policy on
state and public property.

- According to Article 75.8 of Company Law,
Chairman and Directors of state owned and
public companies are required to receive
training on corporate governance and get
certificates. As of present, more than 6000
people attended the training and were certified,
but there is a need to develop advanced level
training  program and  provide raining
accordingly.

- Database of trainees on state-owned and
public corporate governance and operational
transparency and data on the public servants
must be connected to the respective
government databases and government and
public oversight systems should be enhanced.
The objective, stated in clause 4.1.4.5 of
National Anti-Corruption Program, “System for
publicizing entities and persons that failed to
fulfill and contractual obligations” could be
implemented through the National Corporate
Governance  Portal to ensure  better
effectiveness;

- State owned and public companies don't
devote attention to improving their governance
unless corporate governance assessments are
made and relevant recommendations are
delivered. Collaboration with government is
essential in the areas of ensuring corporate
governance is evaluated independently and
consulting  services are provided for
improvement so that the relevant legislations
are re-visited; According to international best
practice, companies are evaluated and credit
ratings are identified and such system serves




as an important leverage for the company
reputation and investment attractiveness:

- As set forth in Article 79.2 of the Company
Law, it is still required to digitize the process of
selection of Independent Directors and increase
public participations in the process;

- There is a steady demand to introduce
international compliance management system
in order to establish corporate social
responsibility, accountability and risk-based
control system for state owned and public
companies.

Contract transparency is one of the requirements
of standards of EITI, to which Mongolia joined in
2006, and it is also one of the priorities of OGP
National Action Plan for 2016- 2018. National
Anti-Corruption Program sets forth in its
paragraph 4.1.6.5 “Ensure full compliance with
EITI". To achieve this commitment, a digital
database www.iltodgeree.mn was established
disclosing several contracts made in the
extractive sector, but it is not guaranteed the
effort will continue stable in the future due to lack
of proper legal environment. Natural resource
use agreements are classified as administrative
type agreement as required by General
Administrative Law, the required
public/community hearing actions are not
adequately taken to ensure citizens’ participation.
Some other agreements such as Investment
agreements, Product sharing agreements and
Deposit  development  agreements,  which
determine the key indicators for extractive
operations are still not disclosed. Due to weak
partnership of government agencies also affect
disclosure of Community development
agreements, Stabilization agreements, Contract
for reimbursement of exploration costs made by
state funding, Rehabilitation agreement for
mining operations carried out head water areas,
protection zones of water resources and forest
areas, Land use agreements and Water use
agreements.

Therefore, Mongolia still encounters need to
ensure all extractive contract are disclosed by
obligating the contract disclosure as mandatory
by law.
